
Preschool and Kindergarten Summer Survey 
Dear Parents: 
As the warmer weather slowly approaches we start to turn our thoughts to our summer plans.  The staff at 
St. Gabriel Child Care Centre are enthusiastically preparing their programs for the coming summer and we 
require your assistance. Please indicate below if your child will continue at St. Gabriel Child Care Centre 
throughout the summer and or September. 
 
If you wish to suspend your child’s attendance for the summer months and secure your child’s child care 
spot for September you may do so by paying  $150.00 for each of July and August months.($300.00 if you 
wish to withdraw for the entire summer) This will guarantee your child care for September.  
 
If you wish to withdraw your child at the end of June and still require care for September you may put your 
child on our wait list.  There is no guarantee for September and a registration fee will be required.  Please 
remember that four weeks notice in writing of withdrawal is required.  Failure to provide adequate 
notification will result in the forfeiting of the one half month’s deposit paid at the time of registration. 
 
One last option may be for your child to move from full time child care to part time child care for the 
summer months. There is a requirement of $100.00 per month to secure the full time spot for September. 
The part time fees for July and August will also be required. 
 
We have great fun in the works for this summer. Some of our themes will be Rainforest, Survivor, 
Canadian Idol, Medieval Times, Camping, Sports and Fitness, Spirit Week and St. Gabriel’s Birthday .  All 
our activities will be in house aside from walking trips to neighborhood parks.  Vsitors include Soccer Plus, 
Tennis Plus, Planaquarium, Whimz, Reptilia, Dynamix, Kidvivior, Try On Armour, Mystic Drums and 
Fitness Yoga and Dance Instructors. The children will also be visiting neighborhood parks and the library. 
All outings and special events will be run on a cost recovery basis.

Summer and Fall Planning 
Our Nursery School Program is a ten month program at St Gabriel Child Care and runs from September 
to June.  If you wish your child to return in September, please submit a registration form to the office or to 
Ms Amanda or Ms Lisa.  Senior Kindergarten children must register for our school age program if you are 
interested in using our exciting program in the fall. 
 
Our summer planning has begun and the school age camp registration package is available. The 
Summer Camp is housed at St Gabriel Child Care and is available to our school age children at St Peters 
and St Gregory the Great as with our other school break camps. Come Explore With Us.  The Adventure 
Begins June 29, 2009.  New this year is our Early Bird Special.  In appreciation of your valued support 
all current families may benefit from our Early Bird Special for Summer Camp.  Our Summer Camp runs 
eight weeks each summer for school aged children from 6 year to 12 years of age.  If you are currently 
enrolled at any of our three Before and After School Programs and register for camp by May 1st, 2009 you 
will receive a discount in summer fees.  Our regular rate is $185.00 a week.  Our Early Bird Special is 
$175.00 a week.  The weekly fee includes care from 7:15 to 6:00, breakfast, lunch and snack and of course 
an outstanding line up of activities. Special visitors will join us to share their expertise ie Luigi Stellato will 
be running Soccer Plus every Tuesday morning and Tennis Plus every Thursday morning, Dynamix will be 
joining us for Kidvivor and Planaquarium will share their  fun with us as well any many more.  These 
visitors will be coming to us at an additional fee to families.  The fees for these activities are calculated on 
a cost recovery basis.  Check out Summer Camp Enrollment Package

A few reminders 
 
Registration forms for September Before and After School Programs at St Gregory the Great, St Peters and 
St Gabriel Before and After School Programs have been distributed.  The deadline for our families is May 
1st, 2009.  After this date the center accepts registrations from the community and your space will not be 
guaranteed.  Please understand that all families in our school age programs (6-12) must re- register for each 
September. 
 
All payments are due on the first of the month.  Postdated cheques are requested from each family upon 
enrollment.  If you are a current family a fee payment agreement is sent out to each family in June 
informing families of their fee schedule for the coming September.  This agreement and postdated cheques 
are to be returned at that time.  This alleviates the need to issue reminder letters or make phone calls to 
families every month.  Our policy states that if fees are not received by the first of the month there is a 
$5.00 a day late fee charged for each day your account is in arrears.   
 
Green Goal 
This coming month we wish to promote our No Idling Policy.  You may have noticed our new sign on our 
fence.  We have a consistent problem with parents parking in the fire route and idling their cars.  Please do 
not park in the fire route as this is reserved for emergency vehicles.  Idling is unhealthy for the children in 
our care.  Please turn your engine off.  Ten seconds of idling uses more fuel then restarting your engine. 
Mock Idling Infractions will be shared with families that continue to idle their cars.  Thank you for your 
cooperation in protecting the young lungs at work here.
